The Hole Story (Alex Karpovsky | New York, NY | 1:26:00)
Winter. Brainerd, Minnesota. Despite arctic temperatures sheathing hundreds of
surrounding lakes in three feet of solid ice, a massive stretch of water opens up on the
surface of North Long Lake. With repeated scientific investigations yielding no answers,
the 'Black Hole' captures the heart of the nearby community while attracting national,
even international attention.

Convinced this charming story would be perfect for the small town mystery show he's
been fervently pitching to cable executives for years, Alex decides to cash in his savings
from editing karaoke videos, hire a small crew, and make the pilot episode himself. Upon
arrival however, this black hole mystery reveals itself to be much disturbing and personal
than expected, slowly engulfing Alex in an existential search that consumes not only his
cherished pilot, but with it the very underpinnings of his sanity.

Witnessing a humanity and desperation that can only reveal itself through the cracks of a
fractured dream, the crew's cameraman veers his focus away from the pilot to the
tragedy of our unraveling hero. Interweaving real footage intended for the pilot along with
private phone calls and journal recordings, The Hole Story is a troubling yet hilarious
journey into the burden of dreams and the making of American legends.

In the confusion following a massive power outage, an awkward demolition derby driver
vanishes, setting in motion a series of events affecting his pregnant girlfriend, his
helplessly car-less father, a pack of wild boy scouts, a lactose intolerant roller rink
employee, an elderly woman in search of her lost dog, and his best friend –a ten-year-
old girl named Turkeylegs.

Pieces of the mystery begin to come together as Turkeylegs sets out to find her missing
friend. Cars drive circles in the dirt, a woman attends her own funeral, the sun rises
sideways and an orange vehicle trades hands again and again. Everything eventually
culminates in a massive demolition derby that throws all of the characters into different
directions.

INDUSTRIANCE™ 1: Rising Tide  (short films)
In a world where computers have replaced machines and ephemeral concepts have replaced physical
products, what place is there left for the worker? The films in this program examine the working life with
beauty and compassion, humor and sadness, hubris and humility.

THE FILMS:
Rising Tide (Robert Todd | Rye, NY  | 23:00)
The film looks at three men who have been running their long-standing businesses in Rye, NY  (a suburb of
NYC) for most of their lives, but have found it increasingly difficult  to continue as the nature of the town's
and the world's economy has changed over  the years. The film's title comes from a mantra of the so-called
"free  market" right throughout and beyond the Reagan years.

Ha Ha Ha America (Jon Ligon | San Francisco, CA | 17:00)
Official Selection at the 2006 Sundance Film Festival. This overwhelming imagining of an open letter from
Chinese business to America will confound you with statistics and malapropisms, sure to make you laugh
uncomfortably and quake in fear.

The Mechanicals (Leon Ford | Sydney, Australia | 8:25)
This brilliantly conceived and gorgeously photographed film provides a clever metaphor for just how
substantially the white-collar class still relies on Labor.

Hammer and Flame (Vaughan Pilikian | England  / India | 10:00)
This stunningly beautiful documentary shows a bay in India where 70% of the world's freight ships are
dismantled, bit by bit, by hand.

The Tree Officer (Neil Jack | Glasgow, Scotland | 8:00)
In this clever tribute to the hit series The Office, Gary Dremmel finds his own way to cope with his
incompetent staff and the frustrations of his job as the county Tree Officer.

Living to Work (Leah Wolchok | San Francisco, California | 9:00) Documentary
